• Mathématique 
• Mathematics 

 
For Secondary Cycle One, the following courses in presecondary education: 
 

• Français, langue d’enseignement: FRA-P033-4 
• English, language of instruction: ENG-P004-3 
• Mathématique: MAT-P015-1 to MAT-P021-1 
• Mathematics: MTH-P001-4 to MTH-P007-3 or MTH-P014-3 or 

MTH-P015-1 to MTH-P021-1 
 
For Secondary Cycle Two, the following Secondary Cycle One courses: 
 

• Français, langue d'enseignement: FRA-3031-3 and FRA-3037-3 
(compulsory), one of the following two courses: FRA-3032-2 or 
FRA-3033-2, and one of the following three courses: FRA-3034-1, 
FRA-3035-1 or FRA-3036-1 

• English, language of instruction: ENG-3061-3 and ENG-3062-2

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4.  EVALUATION OF LEARNING AND CERTIFICATION 

OF STUDIES 
 
4.1 Evaluation of Learning 
 
Adult students' scholastic and experiential learning related to the objectives 
set out in the ministerial programs of study shall be evaluated in accordance 
with rules determined by the Minister. 

4.2 Certification of Studies 
 
The Minister certifies the adult's studies on the basis of: 
• summative evaluation 
• the transfer of evaluation results obtained within the framework of the 

Basic school regulation for secondary school education 
• the granting of credit equivalences 
 
The administrative procedures applicable to the evaluation of learning and the 
certification of studies are described in the following documents: 
• Administrative Manual for the Certification of Studies in General 

Education for Adults and in Vocational Education 
• Guide d'utilisation du système de sanction des études des adultes en 

formation générale (SAGE) 
 

4.  EVALUATION OF LEARNING AND CERTIFICATION 
OF STUDIES 

 
4.1 Evaluation of Learning 
 
School boards shall also administer, to any adult who so requests for 
purposes of obtaining an Attestation of Equivalence of Secondary Studies 
(AESS), secondary school equivalency tests (SSETs) in order to recognize 
his or her experiential learning. 
 
4.2  Certification of Studies 
 
The results of formative evaluation and of placement tests shall in no way 
count toward the certification of learning.
